Guidelines 

Privacy Policy and Name Usage  – To respect the privacy rights of others we make it our policy 

not to mention full names in any of our posts. First name and last initial is acceptable. However, if the 

person is deceased we do use full names. This is one area where we need to be very careful, we need to 

respect the fact that not everyone is comfortable with having their name appear on the internet.  

Use of Photographs  – You must have permission to use any photograph that is not your own 

property. In addition, if you use a photo in your post that contains living persons you must have their 

written consent. Using photographs from the Internet and various photograph websites is discouraged 

due to copyright laws. If you have any questions regarding this please contact us before using the photo. 

Scripture Usage  – One of the aims of the blog has been to have a scripture posted every day.  The 

belief of The Church of Jesus Christ is that the King James Version of the Bible is the accepted version for 

use in any church service, class or publication. We will not post any verse or excerpt from any other 

version of the Bible or the Book of Mormon, other than our own accepted versions.  

Use of other Speakers/Ministers/Churches  - We don't like to refer to other churches or 

preachers, although if done well, we will use it. Keep in mind that there are a few readers that are from 

other faiths reading this blog, we need to be mindful that we do not offend and that we represent The 

Church of Jesus Christ in the best possible light.  

Email Forwards  – We will not post "forward" stories that have been received by way of email.
